In hot conditions ensure the masonry is well wetted or primed to
prevent premature curing of the HeliBond due to rapid de-watering.
Ideally additional wetting of the hole should be carried out just prior to
inserting the CemTie.
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Do not use HeliBond when the air temperature is +4°C and falling or
apply over ice. In all instances the hole must be thoroughly damp or
primed with Helifix WB primer prior to injection of the HeliBond grout.
